DIRECTIONS TO P.E.A.C.E. WORLD HEADQUARTERS

From the East in the middle of Tamaqua at the intersection of Rts 309 & 209:

&G0 south on Rt.209 (which will seem like you are heading west, as you actually are!).
Drive 9 miles of straight highway to Middleport.

#efFrom the big bend in the road with the giant arrows go 1 more mile to New Philadelphia.
Slow down or you'll miss it.

& #Just past the pizza parlor (on your left), proceed to the only 4-way intersection in town.

#&0n the right inside corner is the Carpet Warehouse. Turn right (in front of the monument).

From the South and then West:

zeFrom Cressona take Rt.443 east to Rt. 61 in Schuylkill Haven.

&efFrom Haven Take Rt.61 north 3 miles to Rt.209 in Pottsville (Dunkin Donuts on your left)
&G0 right (north on 209) 1 mile to Port Carbon.

#&Rt.209 comes to a “T”, turns left a few blocks, then turns right at the only light in town.
&efFrom that traffic light go exactly 4 more miles on Rt.209 to New Philadelphia.

#ePass the red brick post office and the white church on the right. Slow down!

&&sTurn left at the next block. It's the only 4-way intersection in town.

z0n the left is the Carpet Warehouse with big letters facing you.

#«READ BELOW “FROM THE MONUMENTS”

From the North and then West:

#&Take Rt.61 south where it bypasses St. Clair.

#&At the second light is a Tiger Exxon. Turn left.

&G0 down hill 2 blocks to the light that is at the end of St. Clair.
&&sTurn right (away from town).

&G0 east one mile to Port Carbon.

&&At the traffic light go straight through.

#&You are now on Rt. 209 north exactly 4 miles from New Philadelphia.
#&Pass the red brick post office and the white church on the right. Slow down!
&&sTurn left at the next block. It's the only 4-way intersection in town.
#&0n the left is the Carpet Warehouse with big letters facing you.

FROM THE MONUMENTS IN NEW PHILADELPHIA:

#&The first block has a grass median with War Memorials and a big pine tree on it.

#=Cross over two streets and park immediately in the beginning of the 3" block.

#&The office is the 3rd building on the right (#40)

eAt's a two story tan brick with an awning over the entire sidewalk, an American Flag at the
door, and our logo, a globe with the word PEACE on it, above the door.

eWalk in. The office is on the right of the hall.
